Artist Statement
Large-scale works reflect my desire to disrupt stereotypes of gender, religion and race.  

My current body of work is in recognition of the female protagonist.  These images are of women who are sensual and provocative, images that will stay in our minds, and be remembered as we give them a permanent voice. 

The Amate paper, a hand made paper I paint my images on, are of the same Aztec recipe the Otomi Indians used for several centuries.  This Amate paper is produced in the state of Puebla, Mexico.  I have been using Bark paper for more than a decade as I feel the link to my ancestors runs through it.
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
